Community service could be ongoing service or a project at LLHS or
in the greater community. It could be many things , including organizing Habitat
for Humanity project, spearheading campus beautification projects, serving as
student body officer, working at Teen Crisis Center, demonstrating leadership in
church youth group, volunteering at senior center...

e Demonstrates good citizenship, sportsmanship, and/or leadership qualities.

e Scholarship must be used towards an accredited 2-year or 4-year college or
vocational school.

The applicant must submit the following to Mrs. Smith in the Career Center no later than
April 10, 2009 at 3:10pm.

e Application form.

e Two letters of recommendation: one from a LLHS or WCSD teacher or staff
member; the second from another teacher, mentor, coach or community member.

e Unofficial Transcript including proof of attendance at WCSD verified by LLHS
registrar
